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Paley’s Watch Analogy is a philosophical argument for the existence of a divine creator or God.
It was proposed by William Paley in the 18th century and is based on the analogy between a
watch and the natural world. Paley argued that just as a watch is a complex and intricate
mechanism that implies the existence of a watchmaker, the natural world is also a complex and
intricate mechanism that implies the existence of a divine creator. Paley believed that the
complexity and order of the natural world could not have arisen through chance or natural
processes alone, and that it must have been designed by a divine being
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
